The funds, under the Business Scholarship Program, will enable employers to upgrade skills of 2,326 employees.

Mastro Graphic Arts Inc. received $46,445 in training grant assistance, enabling it to train nine of its 34 employees on industry specific skills.

Finger Lakes Wired was awarded $15 million by the U.S. Department of Labor to help create high-skill and high-wage opportunities for workers in
the Finger Lakes Region.
